Harridge Woods & other East Mendip SWT Reserves
Sunday 2nd June – Control creeping thistle at Cockles Field nature reserve. (Park as if we were working in Harridge Woods and we will walk over the road to Cockles Fields)
Sunday 7th July – Bracken control at Edford Meadows. Clearing bracken from around the edges of these stunning hay meadows before the hay is cut. A great chance to see the meadows in their full glory. 
(Park on roadside at Edford Hill near junction with Edford Green ST 670 490, uphill from Duke of Cumberland pub)
Sunday 4th August- Pulling the non-native invasive Himalayan Balsam from where it’s spread into Harridge Woods to reduce it and stop it spreading further.
(*Please note second Sunday of the month) Sunday 8th September – Working on clearing one side of the rides in Harridge Wood West. 
Sunday 6th October – Scrub clearing and tree popping at Edford Meadows to create a mosaic of habitat for wildlife to thrive in and stop the scrub from creeping out. (Park on roadside at Edford Hill near junction with Edford Green ST 670 490, uphill from Duke of Cumberland pub)
Sunday 3rd November – Remove invasive species by cutting in Home Wood- lonicera and laurel. 

Meet at 10am, work until 1pm approx.  Tea & Coffee provided & biscuits.

Wear old clothes, walking boots/wellies & work gloves/usually have spare gloves.  Waterproofs if wet, but if very wet or strong winds, phone first as may cancel workday if unsafe to work.  Mobiles not always within reach of signal in woods.

From Oakhill on A367 Bath Road, turn right off main road on left bend between chevrons, as drop downhill into Nettlebridge valley.  Or turn right immediately after the old George pub into village, wood entrance at top of hill on left.  From Norton/Radstock, turn left off A367 opp white cottages, just before old pub, into Nettlebridge village, drive to top of lane, park on verge to right of gate, or by gateway.
