Sunday 1st December – Clear encroaching scrub at Edford Meadows (Park on roadside at Edford Hill near junction with Edford Green ST 670 490, uphill from Duke of Cumberland pub)
Sunday 5th January – Coppicing the ride in Edford Wood (Meet at entrance to Edford Wood on Green Lane, by the lovely bridge over the Mells, car share where possible as parking is limited, more parking on lane side nearer to Stoke Bottom Farm. Wear wellies!)

Sunday 2nd February- Hedge Laying at Harridge East (Park at the timber stacking area on Green Lane entrance on a bend next to Woodside property, uphill from junction of Limekiln Lane, post code is BA35HS)
Sunday 1st March – Clearing around planted trees to allow good healthy growth of the saplings and clear the area for easier Himalayan Balsam pulling later in the year
Sunday 5th April – Footpath clearance and clearing brash after the contractor work
Sunday 3rd May – Footpath clearance at Harridge Woods East (Park at the timber stacking area on Green Lane entrance on a bend next to Woodside property, uphill from junction of Limekiln Lane, post code is BA35HS)  
Meet at 10am, work until 1pm approx.  Tea & Coffee provided & biscuits.
